
Students who are Russian citizens and have completed at least their third year of a Bachelor's or Specialist's degree program, or are currently enrolled in a graduate program in a Russian law faculty, are  eligible to apply for a fellowship to study in a U. S. law school. 


Fellowships will be awarded for the 2012-2013 academic year. Applicants  must take the TOEFL English language test (which can be done online) and provide results by mid-April. Finalists will be interviewed in late  May/early June. Awards will be announced in June. Students awarded  fellowships will travel to the United States in August.
